On the Eve of Palm Sunday, the
Holy Orthodox Church holds a
vigil service.

In our Serbian Church there is
a tradition of blessing willow
branches on this occasion, and
distributing them to the people.
The faithful then take these
blessed branches home and put
them by their icons.

Another wonderful tradition on
this day happens at the end of the
evening service. The children
take icons and branches and,
together with the priest and all
the people, they make a
procession around the temple.
They are also given bells to wear
around their necks as they go
around the church.

All the beautiful traditions of
the Church serve only to convey
a deeper symbolism. In this case,
the children with the bells repre-
sent Christ’s rational sheep, and
they wave their branches in the
procession in imitation of the
children of Jerusalem, who held
palm branches and welcomed
Christ’s glorious Entrance into
Jerusalem.

Let us also exclaim with them:
“Blessed is He that comes in the
Name of the Lord!”

LITURGICAL READINGS
What can we adopt from
today’s passages?

Epistle (Heb. 9:11-14)

St. Paul continues to teach us about
Christ’s Sacrifice for our sins.

Our Lord did not offer the blood of
ritual animals, but He offered His own
Most Precious Blood so that our sins
would be washed away.

Who can fathom the mystery behind
this sacrificial love? Even today, the
Lord offers Himself to us in Holy
Communion, to sanctify us, to cleanse
us from sin, and to give us life
everlasting.

We suffer under the yoke of our sins
and every time we sin, we taste death.
All-merciful God does not want any-
one to perish in sin. He wants every-
one to be saved and to come to the
knowledge of Truth.

Let us not spurn His love, but hurry
to embrace salvation in His Church.

Gospel (Mk. 10:32-45)

Holy Apostles heard from our Lord’s
mouth the prophecy of His Death and
Resurrection. They, who were in the
presence of God Himself, still were
tempted by thoughts of greatness.

The Lord Himself gave an example
of greatness that surpasses heaven and
earth. He, the Creator and Sovereign of
all, came to be a servant to all, and to
give His life as a ransom for many.

Today people are encouraged every-
where to climb the ladder of success,
even if they use people as their rungs
on the way. All this, for earthly praise!

Such a life is in opposition to God,
and brings only temporary reward that
does not last long. Those who are after
a greater reward should imitate Christ,
and His sacrificial love for mankind.
